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Grand High Priest’s Message
Greetings Companions,

It has come to our attention that some Chapters are not in compliance with the IRS requirement to file the Form 990 each year so here is the information the Secretary and or Treasurer and High Priest will need.

It is required by the US Internal Revenue Service that in order to maintain an organizations "501 exempt status" that the IRS Form 990 be transmitted to the IRS either On Line or via Postal Service every year. (Secretaries / Treasurers must ensure compliance that this form is filed annually). If your Organization / Chapter fail to file for three years you will lose your "501 exempt status". It is incumbent on EACH CHAPTER to file this form as there is no "Blanket Coverage" by Grand Chapter The Grand Chapter EIN cannot be used, each chapter must file under their own  EIN. If there is a loss of exempt status due to noncompliance, reinstatement is a lengthy and cumbersome exercise, sometimes taking up to eighteen (18) months. Eighteen months without exempt status could cause major problems for not just the Chapters but for those individuals / organizations who might wish to contribute monies or Items to the Chapter for Tax exempt purposes.

The following excerpt was submitted by MIC J Rex Hartsfield and is being published in the Focus for the companions pleasure. Part 3 will appear in the March Focus.
GRAND COUNCIL OF WASHINGTON (Part 2)
He early took an active part in Masonry wherever he was, and during his life occupied many honorable positions in the various Masonic bodies, both subordinate and grand. He was elected M.E. Grand High Priest of the Grand Chapter R. A. M of Washington., in 1897; Rt. Em. Grand Commander of the Grand Commandery K.T of Washington in 1898, and M. Ill. Grand Master of the Grand Council of Washington in 1899. I was elected Grand Illustrious Master in 1999 and always thought it interesting that included in the eight Councils which are now defunct are three of the first six: Colfax #2, Mt Baker #3 and Pomeroy #5, all of which surrendered their charters.  Others were:  Townsend #9 in Port Townsend which merged with Crescent Council in Port Angeles, Queen City #13 in Victoria B.C. whose charter was never delivered to them, Olympia #15 which merged with Aberdeen Council, Mt Vernon #21 which merged with Bellingham Council and Nomad #25, in Pullman which merged with Spokane Council.
Colfax Council #2 surrendered their charter in 1904 because too many of the members had moved out of the immediate area and they could not get a quorum. 

Mt. Baker Council #3 was only in existence for six years after the formation of the Grand Council, but during that time one companion, from that Council,  served as Grand Illustrious Master.  I think it significant to include something about this Most Illustrious companion as he was typical of the leadership of the Masonic orders in Washington at that time.  Many of the members served in every organization in the town where they lived and also at the Grand Level. Carmi Dibble was born in upstate New York, May 24, 1842. He first came to the territory of Washington early in 1866, and lived in the Olympia area for a few months before moving to California. He remained in California for about five years before going to New Mexico where he lived for six years before returning to Seattle.  In 1881 he bought and operated a brick yard in Seattle.  In 1888 he came to Whatcom County where he entered the real estate business. He was made a Master Mason in Waltham Lodge #384 in Illinois in 1864; became a charter member and Junior Warden of Santa Barbara Lodge #192 in California and later became a member of St. Johns Lodge #9 in Seattle.  He received the Capitular degrees in Las Vegas Chapter in New Mexico and was a charter member of that chapter before becoming the charter High Priest of Bellingham Bay Chapter #12 in Bellingham. He received the Order of the Temple in Seattle Commandery before becoming a charter member of Hesperus Commandery #8. Illustrious Masters from Bellingham were one hundred years apart.  He was also a charter member of  Sehome Chapter #17 Order of the Eastern Star and served as Grand Associate Patron of the Grand Chapter of Easter Star of Washington in 1893. He took an active part in civic affairs having served as Mayor of Sehome in 1889-1890 and in 1900-1901 he served as Councilman at Large in Whatcom county.  He was a delegate to the first state convention in 1889. This was the convention which debated the statehood issue.

Now if there are members who cannot physically make it often, let them be on the calling committee and relieve an appointed officer of that pleasant duty.

This will help the sir knights to understand what the committees do and maybe the sir knight would like to participate in a particular committee in the future.
